The investigation of level of nitric oxide and superoxide anion radical in plasma of patients  with generalized staphylococcal infection

The knowledge of functions and regulatory connections of nitric oxide plays the important role for understanding physiological and pathological processes and may be useful for solution of problems of pathogenesis of staphylococcal infection. 25 patients  with generalized staphylococcal infection were obtained. The level of nitric oxide and superoxide anion radical in blood’s plasma of patients  with generalized staphylococcal infection were investigated.

The patients septicaemia at its highest peak (at the moment of  hospitalization) showed enormously enhanced  meanings as compared to normal indices of nitric oxide and superoxide activity. Thus, the staphylococcal infection, especially its generalized form is characterized by the increased extracellular  surge of radicals. These features result  in the inflammatory free radical affection of host cells and tissues. That is why the best way out is to combine therapy  with the activity of antioxidants, leveling the harmful effect of the extracellular out-throw of radicals.
